The BPod Application Form

BPod is a new program offered at Bradford District High School.  bPod is a facilitated, self-directed learning program based on Appreciative Inquiry, democratic decision-making and individual timelines.  Students are able to create their own course and assessments based on their distinct learning needs.  Students in bPod can obtain credits in any course currently existing within the Simcoe County District School Board that is not offered at B.D.H.S.  Students may also obtain Interdisciplinary credits in IDC 4U, IDC 3O and IDC 4O, which can be used towards the six needed post-secondary credits.  Students are guided towards meeting the curriculum expectations for the particular credit they are pursuing by their teacher who acts as a facilitator to guide their learning process.

During the personal admission interview, students specify which credit(s) they are interested in and the bPod teacher determines if selection can be accommodated on a case-by-case basis.
