Kindles in Clinical Settings Project
Objectives:
1. To examine medical textbooks currently available for Kindles.
2. To compare uses of medical textbooks in print, Kindles, and electronic resources viewed on desktops/laptop. 
3. To determine if medical textbooks on Kindles provide advantages to medical residents beyond those of texts in print and/or online versions.

What are Kindles?
 Kindles are wireless electronic reading devices produced by Amazon.com. Go to http://www.amazon.com/Kindle-Amazons-Original-Wireless-generation/dp/B000FI73MA, scan the information summarizing the Kindle’s highlights, then scroll down the page to watch the Kindle Video demonstration (6 mins. 17 sec). 

The Research Project
Kindles have become popular for pleasure reading. However, the list of nonfiction Kindle titles, including medical textbooks, has been expanding. To improve its services, the Medical Sciences Library is conducting a research project to determine if Kindles can benefit medical residents, and if so, how.  The library appreciates your willingness to assist in this research. By choosing to particpate in this project, you are agreeing: 1. to be responsible for the replacement cost of the Kindle if it is lost, damaged, or stolen, 2. to return the Kindle to Becky McKay after three weeks, and 3.to allow your responses to be used to develop future library services. 

You will have the opportunity for three weeks to explore a Kindle, loaded with the following medical textbooks:
