As an authority we are currently involved with the Microsoft Innovative Teachers programme which has development of ‘communities of practice’ as one of its main aims. We have also been involved in trials of the Scottish Schools Digital Network now known as ‘Glow’ which we are expecting to implement early in 2008. as part of this development we have approximately 20 teachers from a range of sectors who are considered to be self-motivated users of ICT and, as such, are involved in a number of innovative projects including podcasting, animation, mind-mapping, digital video and multimedia authoring.
I would hope to identify good practice both from within the host country and from other participants on the course. I would also hope to share our experiences with fellow attendees. As well as furthering the use of on-line communities I have particular interest in developing interactive web-based materials in order to provide support for pupils in school and at home.
Dissemination of good practice would be through direct contact with our Glow mentors and our staff development programme. Membership of national network groups such as the Scottish ICT development group would allow a wider platform for dissemination. This would be further supported through local on-line communities and through Glow which will have both a local and national audience.
