Minutes of past meeting:

 No written record kept but it was agreed that there had been discussion about cycling safety and matters pertaining to the Ride2Work and the Bike Bus on day of National Ride to Work on 17th of October.

Business of the meeting:
1. The Bike Bus;

Objective is to raise awareness of the West Torrens BUG and to increase participation in the national Ride2work.

Timing- agreed that an early start was best as some members would need to be some distance for a work start at 8.30am or 9.00am- 7.00am start at Henley Beach Hotel was agreed.

Route- agreed that it would riun from Henley Hotel to Victoria street before turning through the Mile End Common to Don Bradman drive and then into Queen Victoria Square for the Breakfast.

Flyer- as prepared by Heather but with time changes to reflect an earlier start. These will be copied and handed to friends and colleagues, placed in shops along Henley Beach Road, posted on intersection lights next to the bike signal controls and handed to cyclists moving too and from the city.

Terry and Richard to consider a flag or a poster to attach to the A-frame of their bike. Also check web site for available resources.

2. Sunday BBQ;

Objective is to raise awareness of cycling issues in West Torrens and more broadly prior to Ride2work day and the Federal election.

Heather has prepared an invitation- will refine and email to Richard and Terry.

Richard to prepare invitation list of local, state and federal politicians and candidates to invite.

Terry will be on holidays and will organize the food stuffs for the day- advance $10 each to fund supplies. 

Agree to be at location around 10.30am- an hour before start to stake our claim on facilities.

3. Bakewell Bridge report;

Adelaide City Council has provided map showing paths constructed or planned including those that will link to the Bridge project paths.

Project Management have advised that all matters discussed by BISA last year will be addressed except the connection from the eastern path to the under bridge shared path from the eastern path on Congdon Drive. Any crossing of Congdon Road will be by crossing road.

West Torrens Council advise the shared path will continue to Victoria Street. It is possible a cyclist activated signal will not be required as the lights default to green running east west on Henley Beach Road.

4. Bike Lane Safety;

Port Road- issue of cars cutting corner on both sides of Park Terrace- squeezing cyclists. Traffic Hazard reporting numbers swapped to enable reporting to occur.

Redeveloped road south of Airport running from Tapleys Hill Rd to Morphett Road- need to check that bike lane will be retained.
